one more. Dinosaurs in a line, add 
one more 

 
 Using classroom routines to 

maximise learning opportunities. 
E.g. two children in a line and one 
more joins, how many altogether? 

 Bar model- objects on a grid, 
adding one more.  

 

 Using bar model- drawing/ colouring 
in one more on the grid.  

 Number lines- jumping one more 
along the number line.  

 
 Drawing a number of pictures, 

adding one more.  

 Recording findings- writing numerals.  

 Ordering numerals.  

 
 Finding missing numbers e.g. on a number 

line.  

 

They add two single-digit 
numbers and count on to find the 
answer. 

 Starting with the biggest number, 
count on to find the answer. E.g. 
bead strings, abacus, practical 
objects.  

 

 

 Drawing the number of ‘pictures’ 
you want to add on. E.g. 7+3, put 7 
in your head and draw 3 dots. Count 
on from 7 and count the ‘pictures’.  

 Starting at the bigger number and 
jumping on the amount you are 
adding on. E.g. 15+3 start at 15 jump 
forward 3.  

 Place the larger number in your head and 
counting on to find the answer.  
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
